Apprenticeship training can take between one and five years to complete and the length of 
your Apprenticeship will depend on its level, the industry you’re training in and the skills you 
already have. 
 
 
You must be 16 or over to start an Apprenticeship and there four levels you can study at: 
Apprenticeships have equivalent educational levels as follows: 
 
 

Name Level Equivalent educational level 

Intermediate 2 5 GCSE passes at grades 1 to 9 

Advanced 3 2 A level passes 

Higher 4, 5, 6 and 7 Foundation degree and above 

Degree 6 and 7 Bachelor’s or master’s degree
