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How it's assessed: 

• Assessment 1: Written examination at the end of the course. Worth 50% of the GCSE. 

• Assessment 2: Written examination at the end of the course. Worth 50% of the GCSE. 

 

Entry requirements: 

There are no formal entry requirements for this qualification, but a good command of written 

English and a good standard of Mathematics are deemed essential to do well in this subject.
